Our state-of-the-art Winery, 
equipped with bespoke 
temperature-controlled tanks, 
bottling & labelling lines and two 
pneumatic presses.

      CELLAR DOOR
Tasting rooms, rooftop terrace, 
upstairs viewing gallery and shop, 
built in 2018. 

      NANNETTE’S VINEYARD
Planted in 2018. Comprises Pinot 
Noir, Pinot Meunier, Chardonnay  
and Bacchus.

      TURNER’S ORCHARD
Planted in 2007 and named  
after the Turner family who  
have worked the land since 2002. 
Egremont Russet &  
Queen Cox apples. 

      VALARIE’S ORCHARD
Planted in 2004. Egremont Russet & 
Queen Cox apples. 

      OAST HOUSE MEADOW
Hush Heath’s very first vineyard, 
planted in 2001. Said to be the 
heaviest cropping vineyard in 
England. Planted with Pinot Noir, 
Pinot Meunier and Chardonnay. 
Exclusively used for making the 
Balfour Brut Rosè.

     
     OLD BRAMLEY
Previously covered with 35-year-
old Bramley apple trees, this was 
replanted in 2018 with Pinot Noir 
and Pinot Meunier vines. 

      MIDDLE  
      STRACKNEY WOOD 
Planted in 2011, with Chardonnay 
grapes at the top of the slope. Also 
planted with Pinot Noir, Pinot Meunier, 
Petit Meslier, Arbane and Pinot Blanc.
   
     OLD EIGHT ACRE
Planted in 2008 with Pinot Noir,  
and Chardonnay. A further 5  
acres was added  
in 2017.

      SPRING FIELD
Planted in 2018, with vines trained  
in the single guyot method. The 
classic sparkling trio: Pinot Noir, 
Pinot Meunier and Chardonnay.

     FOXRIDGE
Planted in 2015 with Bacchus  
and Pinot Blanc as well as the  
three classic sparkling grape 
varieties, Chardonnay, Pinot  
Noir and Pinot Meunier.

      HUSH HEATH MANOR 
A stunning Tudor manor  
built in 1503 and home to  
the Balfour-Lynn family  
since the 1980s.
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
